The winners were Claudia Montesinos for Outstanding Artist. Montesinos is an architect and visual artist who won the award for her compelling work with students in Miami’s Haitian community. Saumell is a 6th grade math and science teacher at Fienberg-Fisher K-8 Center who innovatively uses visual arts activities in her classroom to teach concepts. Marbelys De La Osa won the award for Outstanding Administrator for her dedication to bringing the arts to Centro Mater East, a child care service center where she serves as director. The winner of the Outstanding Site award was Fienberg-Fisher K-8 Center for their emphasis on the importance of arts education for their students. The Outstanding Partner award went to The City of Miami Department of Parks and Recreation. The Department of Parks and Recreation has effectively partnered with Arts for Learning to provide high quality after-school and summer arts programming for children since 2003.
